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North and West Queensland Primary Health Care (NWQPHC) is one of 120 Divisions of General Practice funded by the Australian Government Department of Health and Ageing. Divisions were established to improve health outcomes for patients by encouraging GPs to work together and form links with other health professionals to upgrade the quality of health service delivery at the local level. As such, NWQPHC was established in 1994 to support General Practitioners working in rural and remote north and west Queensland by providing outreach health professionals, nursing services and practice support from each of three offices in Townsville, Mt Isa and Longreach.
The geographic area covered by NWQPHC extends from Cardwell to Bowen on the east coast (exclusive of Townsville), Mornington Island in the north, westwards to the Northern Territory border, south to Birdsville and across to Tambo.
The following map shows the area covered by the Central West office in Longreach.
Services provided to General Practitioners consist of Allied Health Professionals including Psychologists, Podiatrists, Occupational Therapists, Physiotherapists, Speech Pathologists, and Dietitians, and specialist nursing services including continence advisors and diabetes educators. IT support is also available.

REGIONAL OVERVIEW
ALPHA the “Town of Murals” is situated on the Drummond Range (part of the Great Dividing Range) in central western Queensland. Alpha is part of the Barcaldine Regional Council. Industries in the region are predominately cattle production. Alpha is home to the Beta Railway Station Museum which houses railway equipment relevant to the steam train era of 1880 and is a tribute to the pioneers and settlers who established the township.

History: Settled in the 1850’s, Alpha had its origins in railway construction. The first train arrived in Alpha on the Central Western Railway in 1884 and within two years it was known as the capital of the Central West.

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QEMS was established to provide an interdepartmental framework to facilitate quality emergency medical services. QEMS is an integrated system which incorporates road transport and rotary and fixed wing transport to assist with emergency patient retrieval. Queensland RFDS is part of the QEMS along with Queensland Health (QH), Queensland Ambulance Service (QAS), and Queensland Emergency Services (QES).  

The QEMS Coordination Centre (QCC) provides clinical coordination services with its key roles being the following:
· To provide high level advice on clinical care for patients requiring retrieval and transport to a higher level of care facility;

· To identify the appropriate health facility destination, including critical care bed availability, as determined by the patients health care requirements;

· To approve and authorise the transport and clinical escort needs of the patient to effect safe, efficient and effective patient retrieval services;

· To task Queensland Health and external contracted retrieval services as required and review the clinical performance of that contracted service;

· To liaise with Queensland Ambulance Service (QAS), Royal Flying Doctor Service, Community Helicopter Providers and contracted retrieval services to ensure alignment of the transport vehicle and patient escort requirements, optimising patient care and safety;
